On our return, most folks
from our group went to the Skagway Fish Co restautacated near the cruise ship dock, {
supper. The fish selection there is very goodrandmmended.

Carcross day next. Our 7 car train with diesd4#eading was located at the shop for
loading. We were bused there, and, again, weliathst car on the train. The PA needed
little attention, so that the commentary providgdyhides from the railway could be heard
each car. These guides provided good descripfitmeaailway, and, in particular, scenery
comments, and historical anecdotes.

There were always things to be moved at the NodtdYMoving things could involve

Sixty
pounds of shop air would reduce the time the looald have run while filling the air

system, and my co-workers would appreciate lesawstifumes in the shop. This would
happen despite the roof vents provided. | thenlathat the air hoses were connected tg
the trucks and that the cocks were set for ain¢dorake cylinders. After a quick walk in thg
pit | went up to running board level where my foeenhad finished his checks and with ar
exchange of 'okays?' we entered the cab.

Joe was on the engineer's side and | was in tlendanan's seat. The twelve cylinder motqr
fired up and the air pressure came up quickly. Vileched the brake cylinder levers move
